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The Elements of HIPAA 
 

The Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996, or 
HIPAA, has brought great change to the health care field.  The Act 
was designed to standardize billing language across the health care 
industry, reduce cost, and protect the privacy of our health care in-
formation.  This Act has, however, had unforeseen impact on those it 
was designed to protect, costs of compliance and law enforcement 
activities.  Health Care personnel are unsure about how and with 
whom they can share information and families and friends may be 
unable to get information about a loved one.  Emergency depart-
ments may no longer give information needed to pursue, interrogate 
or arrest suspected criminals.   
 
So—how do we get the information needed to do our jobs?  What 
information may and may not be shared under the statues, by who 
and in what settings?  What are the components of the law and how 
do they work together to protect critically needed information?  
What do I do when a health care professional tells me I can’t access 
information they have always given me before? 
 
These and other questions will be answered as the ele-
ments of  HIPAA are highlighted by Rose Anne Lonsway, 
a proven administrator, consultant, educator and clinician 
skilled in the reorganization and redirection of business 
and clinical functions.

Eligibility requirements for consideration: 
Ø Representation at annual safety council managers meeting 
Ø Average meeting attendance of 50% of membership or higher 
Ø Conduct at least 11 meetings 
Ø Number of members submitting both semi-annual reports must exceed 75% of membership  
 

Member Participation 
A safety council’s attendance percentage is compared to the average attendance percentage of all other safety 
councils and is a fair and equal calculation of a safety council’s activity. 
 

Attendance percentage is the annual average number of attendees divided by the number of members.

1. Number of meetings 
2. Reporting accuracy and timeliness 
3. Communication 
4. Special events 
5. Extracurricular 
6. Improvement in meeting attendance and membership from previous year
