Ø The Lake County Sheriff’s office will talk to us about the  
     Concealed Carry Weapons Law-Ohio Revised Code 2923.  Over a  
     decade ago it was thought by the legislators that Ohio should have a  
     concealed carry law.  Through the years it was opposed by law  
     enforcement groups such as Buckeye State Sheriff’s Assoc., The 
     Highway Patrol and the Ohio Assoc. of Chiefs of Police.  On  
     January 8, 2004 the Governor signed house Bill 12 into law.  On  
     April 8, 2004 Ohio became the 46th state to have concealed carry, 
     but the law is so broad that revisions will probably be in the House 
     or Senate for some time to come.

Review of Mechanical Power Presses Standard Published 
OSHA Quick Takes...June 15, 2004...Volume 3, Issue 12 

 
OSHA announced this month that it would update its mechanical power 
presses standard to improve safety and productivity by permitting presence 
sensing device initiation (PSDI) without independent validation.  The deci-
sion to update the standard comes as a result of OSHA’s regulatory review 
of the standard announced in the June 8, 2004 Federal Register.  A PSDI 
system is a light curtain or other sensing device that indicates when no 
hands or other objects are in a danger zone during mechanical power press 
operations.  The system “Senses” that no hazards are present and initiates 
the stroke of the press thus increasing speed of operation and improving 
productivity.  OSHA plans to add the update of the standard to the regula-
tory agenda in the near future. 







Your Eyes & Ears 
(taken from Lake Hospital System June newsletter) 

 
Many people never give a second thought to their eyes and ears.  That is, until they have a problem with their vision 
or hearing.  It is vital to take care of your eyesight and your hearing through the years, so that both will serve you 
well for many years to come. 
 
Eye Checkups  
Everyone, even people who have not experienced eye or vision difficulties, should have regular eye examinations.  
Not only to insure that one is seeing as well as possible, but also to detect any changes in the eye that may lead to 
eye disease.  Some eye diseases have no symptoms, and early detection of some conditions can help prevent vision 
loss or, in extreme cases, blindness. 
 
Signs of Eye Problems: 
Symptoms that may signal an eye problem include: 
Ø Difficulty adapting to darkness 
Ø Extreme sensitivity to light or glare 
Ø Difficulty focusing on items (either faraway or nearby)  
Ø Double vision 
Ø Periodic pain in or around the eyes 
Ø See a dark spot in the middle of field of vision 
Ø Extreme watering or very dry, itchy, or burning eyes 
Ø A sudden loss of vision in one or both eyes, a loss of vision that looks like a descending curtain, or any loss of 

peripheral vision are significant warning signs of a serious problem and should be treated immediately by a 
medical professional. 

 
A Note on Sunglasses: 
A link has been established between long-term exposure to ultraviolet (UV) light and eye damage, particularly 
macular degeneration, cataracts, and even cancerous growths on the eye.  It is vital that you protect your eyes from 
the hazards of the sun’s radiation by wearing sunglasses that have 95 percent (or above) UV-absorbency.  The manu-
facturers’ labels should indicate the level of UV absorption contained in the lenses.  The American Academy of 
Ophthalmology suggests that sunglasses should be worn anytime you are outdoors but particularly under these cir-
cumstances:  during the summer, when the level of ultraviolet radiation (UVA and UVB) is at least three times 
higher than during the winter; when at the beach or on the water; when participating in winter sports, especially at 
high altitudes; and when using medications that can cause photosensitivity.  
 
Do You Hear What I Hear?  
Hearing loss is one of the most common, and chronic, health problems in the United States.  In fact, an estimated 28 
million Americans suffer from hearing impairments.  According to the National Institutes of Health, in come cases, 
hearing loss is hereditary, and in others it is a result of disease, trauma, or long-term exposure to damaging noise or 
medications.  Hearing loss can range from a mild loss of sensitivity to a complete loss of hearing. 
 
Symptoms of Hearing Loss 
People with hearing loss may experience some or all of the following problems. 
Ø Problems hearing conversations, particularly when there is background noise. 
Ø Tinnitus (hissing, roaring, or ringing in the ears) 
Ø Difficulty hearing the television or radio at a normal volume. 
Ø Irritation or fatigue caused by straining to hear. 
Ø Dizziness or difficulty with balance. 
 
Identification and Treatment of Hearing Loss 
If you suspect that your experiencing hearing loss, seek treatment from a hearing health professional.
