Lake County Safety Council Provides Support for Children’s Safety Education Program  
 

Mentor, Ohio:  The safety of others is always top of mind for the Lake County Safety Council, a twenty year old 
organization made up of local business members representing small to large size companies of all industries.  
Through information, training and workshops, the Council strives to develop and maintain safe workplaces by edu-
cating employees and promoting workplace safety awareness.  With such a strong commitment to safety at the work 
site, it is only natural the Safety Council would share its concern of safety with the community.

Workers’ Compensation says “no” to dividend 
 
The Ohio Workers’ Compensation Oversight Committee recently rejected the Ohio Bureau of Workers’ Compensa-
tion’s (BWC) recommendation to grant a one-time dividend on upcoming employer premium payments. The move 
comes in light of the continuing scandal at the BWC and the uncertainty surrounding the amount of investment 
losses. The BWC recommended an eight percent dividend, down from the 20 percent dividend previously given, 
which would have resulted in a $70 million savings to employers. Full payment of premiums will impact all em-
ployers who pay premiums. 
 
Will dividends be available with future premium payments? The BWC has indicated they will re-evaluate in No-
vember and make a recommendation at that time. For employers, the best alternative to these dividends is to be part 
of a group rating plan. The Lake County Chambers of Commerce offer to their members one of the strongest and 
most competitive group rating plans available.  
 
Enclosed is this newsletter is a “Temporary Authorization” form that can be completed and faxed to CompManage-
ment, Inc., the group rating plan administrator, for a no-cost, no-obligation quote of your company’s potential sav-
ings with enrollment in this plan. In 2005, some employers will save 95% on their premiums by being part of this 
plan. Do not rely on potential dividends. Instead, your company should rely on the group rating plan offered by the 
Lake County Chambers of Commerce, which has saved millions of dollars in premiums for Lake County employ-
ers.
