IMPORTANT WORKERS’ COMPENSATION UPDATE

2006 Workers’ Compensation Group Rating Plan 
 

The Lake County Chambers of Commerce, through CompManagement, Inc., recently mailed out to all Lake 
County employers important paperwork to help control your workers’ compensation costs.  The mailing contains 
information about the Lake County Chambers of Commerce group rating program and instructions on how to take 
advantage of the discounts available through participation in the program. 
 

The evaluation process is currently under way to review employers and qualify them for substantial discounts 
through the Lake County Chambers’ group rating program. Some Lake County employers are currently saving as 
much as 94% off their workers’ compensation premiums. 
 
The Ohio BWC Oversight Committee recently rejected the BWC’s recommendation for a one-time dividend. No 
announcement of future dividends has been made, and the possibility of a dividend will not be reviewed again until 
November. The best alternative to these dividends is to be a part of the Lake County Chambers of Commerce group 
rating plan. 
 

The process is simple: all that is required to be reviewed for this program is to complete the 
enclosed Temporary Authorization form and return it to CompManagement, Inc. If you 
have any questions, please contact the Group Marketing Department at CompManagement, 
Inc. at 1-800-825-6755 or your local Chamber of Commerce.
